AIMS AND OBJECTIVES

Aims


The Aim of the IBO Music program is to:

· give students the opportunity to explore and enjoy the diversity of the music throughout the world

· encourage students to develop perceptual skills through a breadth of musical experiences, where they will learn to recognize, speculate, analyze, identify, discriminate and hypothesize in relation to music

· enable students to develop creatively their knowledge abilities and understanding through performance and composition

· assist students to develop their potential as musicians both personally and collaboratively, in whatever capacity, to the full.

Objectives

Candidates who have completed the Higher Level program will be expected to demonstrate:

· development of their performance skills through solo music making

· development of their compositional skills through exploration and investigation of musical elements.

· use of appropriate musical language and terminology to describe and reflect their critical understanding of music

· development of perceptual skills in response to music

· knowledge and understanding of music in relation to time and place.

Candidates who have completed the Standard Level program will be expected to demonstrate:

· use of appropriate musical language and terminology to describe and reflect their critical understanding of music

· development of perceptual skills in response to music

· knowledge and understanding of music in relation to time and place.

In addition, Standard Level candidates following the option indicated will be expected to demonstrate:

· development of their performance skills through solo or ensemble music 

making

or

· development of their compositional skills through exploration and investigation of musical elements.

Syllabus Outline

Higher Level (3 compulsory parts) – Two-year program
· Musical Perception and Analysis = 50 % of final grade

· Listening Paper = 30% of final grade

· Musical Investigation = 20% of final grade

· Solo Performance – 20 minutes of recorded music = 25% of final grade

· A single instrument, or voice, meets the requirements, but more than one is permissible

· Any instrument, voice, style or musical genre is permitted.

· No more than one piece may be included which does not feature the student as a soloist. (small ensemble)

· Composition:  three contrasting compositions – 5 to 15 minutes recorded = 25% of final grade

· The final, notated versions of three compositions and an audio cassette recording of a performance of them are required.

· Compositions should demonstrate contrasts in content, nature and intent.

· Students may choose from a wide range of media, including traditional or electric instruments, home-made instruments, voice, electronically or computer-generated sounds, and digital sound sources or modifiers.

· Each student should be encouraged to write at least one piece where a version in sound is possible, through whatever means are available.  Other pieces, however, may be composed which require performers, instruments or other resources not locally available.

· Compositions can begin from imitating other music, or from the sheer joy of improvising.  Sounds can then be explored experimentally to create music which can be purely aesthetic, purely functional, purely traditional, or designed to fulfill any other expressive purpose.

· Written Statements.  The written statements require that candidate to describe briefly (one paragraph) the intention of each piece and any difficulties he/she overcame in composing it.
Standard Level (3 options) – One-year program 
Solo Performance Option – Must take private lessons or see Mr. Dahlberg

· Musical Perception and Analysis

· Solo Performance – 15 minutes recorded music by Mr. Dahlberg

· See Higher Level

Group Performance – must be enrolled in an ensemble class at FMHS

· Musical Perception and Analysis

· Group Performance in two or more public performances – 15 to 20 minutes recorded by Mr. Dahlberg 

Composition Option – Must have music theory background

· Musical Perception and Analysis

· Composition:  two contrasting compositions – 5 to 15 minutes

PORTFOLIO

The Musical Investigation  and Rubric – This section will house your paper and rubric.  Once the investigation is completed, you may replace the investigation with your highest scored paper.  Continue submission until you are passing or submission to IB.
Due Dates:

First Monday of October - A one-page abstract outlining which two musical cultures and two 

compositions you have determined to use and why.  Include the connecting link(s) between the 
two compositions selected.  What are your ideas for media script?
First Monday of November = At least 8 annotated “work cited” cards.  These can be 

recordings heard, scores studied, web sites, books, ect.  You must include 4 non web based sites as sources… (Go to the library).  The plan for the media script is to be submitted.

Last Monday of January – The music analysis (score study) started of the two compositions and the background research complete on the genres of music selected. Include your venn diagram
Last Monday of February – First copy of Music Investigation is due in the stated media script format.   You must include a printed score or audio recording of selected compositions.  
Third Monday of March = the completed project is due.  Remember that the length is 

1500 - 2000 words…NOT 2001 or more words.  
Composition – This Section will house your scores and CD’s recording of your composition.  

Due Dates:  You will submit one composition by week seven of each quarter.  Compositions must be a minimum of two minutes in length.  (Please use a repeat sign only when appropriate and not just because you need more “time”.   You must submit a CD recording and cover/rubric sheet.

Solo Recordings - This Section will house your solo performance CD recordings along with cover/rubric

Due Dates:  You will submit one solo recording by week seven of each quarter.    You must submit a CD recording and cover/rubric sheet.
