1.  Time Period Reviews 

· While listening to music of the designated time period, create flash cards per “every” italicized word in each chapter.   On the front side, PRINT the word and on the back  side, the definition.  In the upper right hand corner of the definition side, place the chapter number and time period.  This does include three composers per time period and three significant concepts introduced by that composer.

2. Quarterly Music Analysis – due week seven of quarters 1,2, and 3 and submitted in Portfolio under Music Analysis and the “GRADE THIS” post-it.
Each ensemble class will select one significant musical composition that the class is studying.  Using this approved composition, complete a musical analysis using the “Me-Me-Ha-Me-Fo-Sty-Co” formula.  Analyze what you hear in this extract in terms of relevant:

· Musical features:  such as (but not limited to) harmony, melody, rhythm, instrumentations.

· Structural features:  such as (but not limited to) form, phrases, motifs, texture.
· Contextual features:  such as (but not limited to) style, time, culture, geography, history. Each analysis will be due the 7th week of each quarter.

For high marks all three of the above features must be addressed in detail using accurate musical terminology.   

3.  IB MUSIC PORTFOLIO

· Student will maintain a portfolio 
· Student will use an index post-it note for “GRADE THIS”.

The Musical Investigation and Rubric – This section will house your paper and rubric.  Once the investigation is completed, you may replace the investigation with your highest scored paper.  Continue submission until you are satisfied or collected for submission to IB.

Composition and Rubric – This Section will house your score (printed on music notation software) and Audio CD recording of your composition.   Can you play your CD in a stereo too?
